Long-term indirect solutions for severe wear cases from GC

‘Wear’ to start when tooth wear is advanced?

Following the success of its campaign on the direct management of mild to moderate tooth wear, GC is launching a new initiative focused on the treatment of moderate to severe cases, including the role of indirect restorative solutions. Tooth wear is an age-related process, which remains an increasing clinical challenge, especially in an ageing population. While early stages can often be effectively managed with minimally invasive direct restorations, more advanced cases typically require a broader, more comprehensive approach. These treatment plans are often structured in multiple phases and may incorporate indirect restorative options to ensure predictable and durable outcomes.

A continuum of care
There is no strict rule when choosing between direct and indirect treatment. Often, the treatment of cases starts with direct techniques; however, in more complex situations—such as severe or pathological wear—indirect materials may be necessary to restore function, durability, and aesthetics, especially in the long term.
This campaign emphasises a continuum of care, combining diagnosis, digital planning, and both direct and indirect restorative strategies to meet individual patient needs.

Supporting clinical decision-making
Through educational content and clinical cases, the campaign aims to help clinicians confidently transition between direct and indirect approaches while maintaining a minimally invasive philosophy.
“Treatment choices are not about the superiority of one technique or material over another,” says Adriano Teixeira, technical training manager at GC’s educational campus. “It’s about understanding the core of the problem and selecting the right material and intervention for the right purpose at the right time—always with the preservation of tooth structure as the guiding principle.”
